What is Wilremote?

The Wiremote software gives you the possibility to sit in your living room and listen to your
favourite MP3/WMA music or Internet radio station from you media computer and remote control
it al from your PDA, laptop or from another computer via a standard Web-browser.

What does Wiremote need to run?

WIlremote requires that Microsoft .Net 2.0 and Windows Media Player are installed on your
computer running Windows X P/2000.

Tip: If you need to install the Microsoft .Net 2.0

. . . framework and the Windows Media Player it isa
The Wiremote installation program will help good idea to download the Wiremote installer

you install al the required software. program to your locale machine so you don't have

to download it again sincethe Microsoft .Net 2.0
framework or the Windows Media Player installer
probably will ask you to reboot your computer.
When the Microsoft .Net 2.0 framework and the
Windows Media Player are installed you need to
execute the Wiremote installer again.

You need Microsoft .Net 2.0 and Windows Media Player installed to use this software!




Okay, | installed Wiremote and so what?

Pr. default the Wiremote installer puts an icon on your desktop and in the Windows Start menu.
When you want to start the Wiremote you simply double click on theicon...
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When Wiremote is launched it takes a couple of seconds before the WIremote deskbar icon appears
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When you place you mouse pointer over the deskbar
icon an information box pops up that tells you a bit
about the Wiremote server. In the picture to the left the
info box tellsyou that it isversion 1.0 of WiIremote and
the name of the server is‘Livingroom’ and the Web-
address (URL) that Wiremote runs at is
http://192.168.1.100:6060

The Web-address is an important part of the Wiremote
since thisis the address you should use when
connecting to the server from another computer, laptop
or from aPDA.



If you right click on the Wiremote deskbar icon a small
menu appears.

View

Pops up asmall Web-browser with the size
of a PDA screen. Thisiswhere you control
Wiremote i.e. select the song you want to
play, play the song, etc. The view window
can also be activated by two quick clicks
on the deskbar icon.
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Settings

Brings the configuration and registration
window up. Thisiswhere you name your
server (pr. default it is named Living
room), set the port number (pr. default it is
6060), etc.

Log

Shows a window with log messages of
what WIremote has done since it was
started.

About

Show a small about window with
copyrights, version number, etc.

Closes the WIremote software down.
